(2)Management of events for 3rd and 4th grade ES students (held twice a year on the second 

Saturday morning in September and the first Saturday morning in February)

(1) Applicants must be a native or a second language speaker of English. 

(2) Applicants must not be a citizen of Japan and have their own resident card. 

(3) Applicants must have the ability to communicate with Japanese teachers in Japanese to
